Arrive at Stampede Park tour of the Chuckwagon Barns; meet the drivers and their horses.  Learn about the famous families of chuckwagon racing, their life as drivers and the many intricacies of the sport.

Journey through time and come face-to-face with some of Canada's mightiest dinosaurs at the Royal Tyrell Museum of Paleontology. With nine ever-evolving galleries, fun hands-on activities, and the rugged beauty of Alberta's badlands, there's something for everyone. The Royal Tyrrell Museum is Canada’s only museum dedicated exclusively to the science of paleontology. In addition to housing one of the world’s largest displays of dinosaurs, the Museum offers a wide variety of creative, fun, and educational programs that bring the prehistoric past to life.  The Royal Tyrrell Museum's mandate is to be an internationally recognized public and scientific museum dedicated to the collection, preservation, protection, presentation, and interpretation of paleontological history, with a particular emphasis on Alberta's rich fossil heritage.   
Depart for Blackfoot Crossing Historical Park
Blackfoot Crossing, the Historic Site of the signing of Treaty No.7, is of National and International historical and archaeological significance. It is a designated national Heritage Site and is recommended to be a World Heritage Site. The success of the Treaty No.7 Commemoration in 1977 intensified the Siksika (Blackfoot) Nation's vision of building a unique world-class tourist attraction designed to engage visitors in authentic cultural experiences with the Blackfoot people.  Blackfoot Crossing Historical Park offers several different complimentary site tours. Take one of our two out-door tours of the numerous historic sites along with a local Siksika interpreter who will explain some history and the importance of the sites.  For more the adventuresome there is a self guided tour just a short walk from the interpretive centre.  Take an indoor tour of the exhibit hall with a local Siksika guide, who will escort you through this 62,000 square foot eco-friendly museum, explaining the facility and exhibits. Afterwards you are welcome to go back to any exhibit area and explore it more.
Return to Calgary
The Ranche Restaurant is a truly original dining experience!  Located off Bow Bottom Trail, The Ranche is just 20 minutes from downtown Calgary.   Originally built by William Roper Hull more than 100 years ago, this historic ranch house is now an elegant dining room in the peaceful setting of Fish Creek Provincial Park. Restoration of the original Ranche House began in 1995, and The Ranche Restaurant opened in the summer of 1999. Today, the restaurant has become one of Calgary's most unique restaurants, offering rustic yet sophisticated fare that is constantly evolving while always paying tribute to its ranching roots.
